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LAND MANAGEMENT PROVISIONS:
1. Development Plan:

This Developmenl Plon has been endorsed by the Shire Council. Subdivision and development should generally be in accordance
wilh his plon.

2. Developmen! Requiremenls and Lo Sizes:

In considering developmenl and subdivision of the land, lhe requiremenls of the Shire of Chilering Town Planning Scheme No. 6 for lhe
Rural Residenlicl Zone apply.

3. Vegelalion Preservalion:

No clearing is permilted, vithou! planning consent, wihin oreas of Vegelalion Protection and Re-vegelalion as dapicied on the Davelopment Plan -
unless those trees ore diseased or present danger fo lifs or property.

4. Building Envelopes:

Buildings, waler lanks, wasle disposal and a building prolection zone for fire managemenl are fo be conlained vilhin a dleared area nol fo exceed @ maximum
of 2000m2 vithoul the prior approval of Coundl; prior lo confirming a building clearing area a vegelalion survey is lo be underlaken lo ensure na rare or
endangered flora is presenl; buildings are lo have selbacks in accordance Local Planning Policy No. 18 Selbacks wilh minimum selbacks from cadaslral boundaries
os follows:

Morley Road 50 melres

Oher Subdivisional Road 20 melers

Rear 20 meters
Sides 15 melers
5. Fencing:

In accordance with Local Planning Policy No. 22 Fences, Ihe consiruction of o fence is permilied within the building clearing area, any previously deored area and adjeining an
aulhorised fire break. Where nolural vegelalion adjoins o road reserve, na fence is lo be cansirudled between lhe road reserve and the building dearing area. Elsewhere, no boundary
fences are permitied in Vegelalion Proleclion areas idenlified on lhe Developmenl Plan, withoul planning consent of the Coundil. Where o fence crosses a slralegic fire break o gale of
approved design s lo be provided.

6. Crossovers:

The consiruclion of  crossover lo each lot is lo be in accordance with Council's specificalions.

7. Potable Woler:

Each dvelling is to have a water supply from roof cotchment of o minimum of

120 000 litres, of which 10 000 lires is o be kep in reserve for fira fighting purposes and fitled with a standard Camlock valve; or

Each dveelling is fo have a waler supply from roof calchmen! of a minimum of

20 000 litres (vhere a reficulaled potable water supply is avoilable)

8. Lond Managemanl:

The maintenance of any drainage swales, easements,fire breaks and Vegetaled Protection and Re-vegelafion areas on privafe praperly s the respansibliy of the owner/occupier.

9. Bores, Dams and Waler Courses:

The sinking of bores, conslruction of dams and exlraclion of surface woler is not permilled wilhoul the approval of the Council and relevant Slale Government depariment.

10. Maintenance of Walercourses wilhin Public Open Space and Drainage Reserves:

The Shire is respansible for mointenance of watercourses within public open space and drainage reserves and moy invaice each lot owner wilhin lhe subdivision with the annual rale nalice o recover cosls. [nole:
Memorials on lifle moy be required for affected lols eg. “This land lies within an estole where mainlenance of drainage works may be required and the oviner may have lo conlribule 1o Ihe cost of those works.")
11. Fire Conlrol:

Strolegic Fire Breoks as shown on the Development Plon have been consirucled by the developer and are lo be mainloined in accordance wilh the Fire Management Plan for he estale and Locol Planning Policy
No. 21 - Fire Managemenl Plans; individual fire breaks an privale property are lo be maintained by the owner/accupier o the salisfaction of the Chief Execulive Officer.

12. Permilted Uses:

A single hause and associaled outbuildings are the only permitled uses, Olher uses specified in the lovn planning scheme may be appraved al the discretion of the Council. Approval is required for @ home
business bul ot for  home office. For any use thal may resull in degradalion of land or waler resources or nuisance lo neighbours, @ managemen! plan may be required s a condilion of development
approval.

13. Stacking Restrictions:

Grazing animals are permitted lo be kep! on the deared area of any lol, in accordance with Local Planning Policy No. 24 Stacking Rales. Shouid any praparly becoma degraded through over grozing the
Council may serve nolice on the owner/occupier lo reduce the number of animals on-sile or lake other remedial aclion; or

Grozing animals are nol permitied on any lof.

14. Domesiic Pels:

Cals are prohibiled

15, Poultry:

The keeping of poullry for domeslic purposes is permilled, in accordance vilh he Shire's Health Local Law.

16. Non-relleclive Malerials:

All buildings sholl be consiructed wilh rools of non-relleciive maleriols.

17. Effluent Disposal:

Where indicated on the Developmen Plan allarnalive frealment unils (ATUs) are required for disposal of liguid wosles; or

Allernalive Trealmen! Unils (ATUs) with nulrienl relenlion capabilily are required on all lols unless proven olhenvise by the developer / landowner in accordance with lhe sail capabilly for e sie.

18. Weeds:

Infeslalion of weeds are faund lo be present on any properly there is a requirement for all conslrudion and earih moving equipment lo be washed down before leaving the orea to prevent the spread of these
weeds. Il s he respansibilly of each owner/accupier lo contain the spread and, where possible, lo eradicale ol weeds listed.

19. Dieback:

alfected lols lo conlain the spread of dieback. Further informalion is available Irom Shire offices.

20, Ro-vegelaion: .F
Rehabillalion planiing of previously cleared areos vilh nalive specles islo ke underlaken by Ih (developer/owner as o condiion of subdivision/development oppraval) and mainloined by the occupier,
lollows:

« adiojning wolercaurses - 20m width

. adjoining road fronlages - 20m widih

o clsewhere os indicoled on the plan (hillops, ridgelines).

Every lot i lo have a minimum 30 per cenl cover of nalural vegelalion o rehabiliation planling, prolecied from grazing animols.

21. Trail Bikes:

The use of Ircil bikes vithin Ihe estole is prohibiled.

22, Vendor Responsibily:

The developer/vendor shall inform prospeciive purchasers of Ihe lols, in wriling, of he pravisions of the Council's Town Planning Scheme relaling lo he management of the land, as specified in the Development
Plan ond Fire Management Plan.
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To manage dieback there is a requirement for all conslrution and earth moving equipment to be washed down belore leaving the area lo prevenl the spread of dieback. Il is Ihe responsibility of the owners of A K—\/
